SAILING INSTRUCTIONS

The Organizing Authority is Helsingfors Segelsallskap Race Committee — HSS in co-operation with
Classic Yacht Committee — HSS.
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Rules

The regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in The Racing Rules of Sailing,
ISAF RRS 2009-2012.

No national authority prescriptions will apply.
On individual racing classes class rules will apply.

If there is a conflict between languages the English text will take precedence.

Notices to Competitors

Notices to competitors will be posted on the official notice board located at exterior
wall of the HSS office.

Changes to Sailing Instructions

Any change to the sailing instructions will be posted before 09.00 hours on the day it
will take effect, except that any change to the schedule of races will be posted by
20.00 hours on the day before it will take effect.

Signals made ashore
Signals made ashore will be displayed at the signal mast at Liuskasaari -
Skifferholmen.

When flag AP is displayed ashore, ‘1 minute’ is replaced with ‘not less than 120
minutes’ in the race signal AP.

Schedule of Races

TrLe Skippers meeting shall take place on August 6™, 09.00 hours at HSS club house
2" floor.

(@) One extra race per day may be sailed, provided that no class becomes more
than one race ahead of schedule.

The scheduled time of the warning signal for the first race each day is 10.55 hours.

When there has been a long postponement and when more than one race (or
sequence or races, for two or more classes) will be held on the same day, the
warning signal for the first race and each succeeding race will be made as soon as
practicable. To alert boats that a race or sequence of races will begin soon, an
orange flag will be displayed with one sound for at least four minutes before a
warning signal is displayed.

On the last day of the regatta no warning signal will be made after 15.00 hours.

Racing Areas
Attachment 2 shows the location of racing areas. Racing area E, Ytterskar South.
Attachment 2 is only available from the HSS office.

The Courses

The diagram in Attachment 1 shows the course, including the approximate angles
between legs, the order in which marks are to be passed, and the side on which
each mark is to be left. The approximate course length will be 6 nautical miles.

No later than the warning signal, the race committee signal boat will display the
approximate compass bearing of the first leg.

When there is a gate, boats shall sail between the gate marks from the direction of
the previous mark and round either gate mark.

Legs of the course will not be changed after the preparatory signal. This changes
rule 33.

Marks
Marks 1, 2 and 3 will be red inflatable conical buoys

The starting and finishing marks will be red inflatable conical buoys.

A race committee boat signalling a change of a leg of the course is a mark as
provided in instruction 12.2.
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The Start

Orange flag shall be displayed with sound signal 10 minutes before the starting
signal. Races will be started by using rule 26 with the warning signal given 5 minutes
before the starting signal.

The starting line will be between a staff displaying an orange flag on the starting
mark at the starboard end and the port-end starting mark.

Boats whose warning signal has not been made shall avoid the starting area.
A boat starting later than 4 minutes after her starting signal will be scored Did Not
Start. This changes rule A4.

If any part of a boat’s hull, crew or equipment is on the course side of the starting line
during the two minutes before her starting signal and she is identified, the race
committee will attempt to broadcast her sail number on VHF channel 77. Failure to
make a broadcast or to time it accurately will not be grounds for a request for
redress. This changes rule 62.1(a).

Change of the next Leg of the Course

To change the next leg of the course, the race committee will move the original mark
(or the finishing line) to a new position.

The Finish
The finishing line will be between a staff displaying an orange flag on the finishing

mark at the starboard end and the port-end finishing mark.
Penalty System

For all classes rules 44.1 and 44.2 are changed so that only one turn, including one
tack and one gybe, is required.

A boat that has taken a penalty or retired under rule 31.2 or 44.1 shall complete an
acknowledgement form at the race office within the protest time limit.

Time Limits

Time limits are as follows:

Class Time limit Mark 1 time limit
All classes 25h 45 min

If no boat has passed Mark 1 within the Mark 1 time limit the race will be abandoned.

Boats failing to finish within 1 hour after the first boat sails the course and finishes
will be scored Did Not Finish. This changes rules 35 and A4.

Protests and Requests for Redress

Protest forms are available at the race office. Protests shall be delivered there within
the protest time limit.

For each class, the protest time limit is 90 minutes after the last boat has finished the
last race of the day.

Notices will be posted within 30 minutes of the protest time limit to inform
competitors of hearings in which they are parties or named as witnesses. Hearings
will be held in the jury room, located at HSS club house, 2™ floor, beginning at 18.00
hours.

Notices of protests by the race committee or jury will be posted to inform boats under
rule 61.1(b).
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Breaches of instructions 11.3, 14.3, 18, 19.2, 22, 23 and 24 will not be grounds for a
protest by a boat. This changes rule 60.1(a). Penalties for these breaches may be
less than disqualification if the jury so decides.

On the last day of the regatta a request for reopening a hearing shall be delivered
(a) within the protest time limit if the party requesting reopening was informed of
the decision on the previous day;

(b) no later than 30 minutes after the party requesting reopening was informed of
the decision on that day.

This changes rule 66.
Decisions of the jury will be final as provided in rule 70.4.

Scoring

The low point scoring system Appendix A will apply.

Four races are required to be completed to constitute a series.

(@) When fewer than four races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be
the total of her race scores.

(b)  When from four to six races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be
the total of her race scores excluding her worst score.

Safety Regulations

A boat that retires from a race shall notify the race committee as soon as possible at
VHF channel 77 or calling to phone number of the Race Officer +358 46 886 5180.

Replacement of Crew or Equipment
Substitution of competitors will not be allowed without prior written approval of the
jury.

Substitution of damaged or lost equipment will not be allowed unless approved by
the race committee. Requests for substitution shall be made to the committee at the
first reasonable opportunity.

Equipment and Measurement Checks

A boat or equipment may be inspected at any time for compliance with the class
rules and sailing instructions. On the water, a boat can be instructed by a race
committee measurer to proceed immediately to a designated area for inspection.

Official Boats
Official boats will be marked as follows: red-yellow flag / pennant.

Support Boats

Team leaders, coaches and other support personnel shall stay outside areas where
boats are racing from the time of the preparatory signal for the first class to start until
all boats have finished or the race committee signals a postponement, general recall
or abandonment.

Support boats shall be marked with their national flags, or national sail letters.

Haul-out Restrictions

Keel boats shall not be hauled out during the regatta except with and according to
the terms of prior written permission of the race committee.
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Diving Equipment and Plastic Pools

Underwater breathing apparatus and plastic pools or their equivalent shall not be
used around keel boats between the preparatory signal of the first race and the end
of the regatta.

Radio Communication

Except in an emergency, a boat shall neither make radio transmissions while racing
nor receive radio communications not available to all boats. This restriction also
applies to mobile telephones.

The RC will use VHF radio to communicate to the fleet, including the location of the
starting area, countdown to start, OCS bow/sail numbers, General Recalls and
Postponements.

Failure to make these broadcasts or failure to hear them shall not constitute grounds
for granting redress. This changes RRS 62.1.

Prizes

Prizes will be given as follows: The winner of each class shall be awarded. The
overall winner of the Baltic Rule rated yachts shall be awarded.

Disclaimer of Liability

Competitors participate in the regatta entirely at their own risk. See rule 4, Decision
to Race. The organising authority will not accept any liability for material damage or
personal injury or death sustained in conjunction with or prior to, during, or after the
regatta.

Insurance
Each participating boat shall be insured with valid third-party liability insurance with a

minimum cover of EUR 250.000 for material damages and EUR 500.000 for
personal injuries per event or the equivalent.
